Fifty years ago no one had even begun talking abolrhere were no plans, nothing written
down on paper. The eleven people who would laygtbendwork were up to other things. No one
knew the adventure on which they were about to eknbBut the Spirit was stirring. Fifty years ailje
Palos Verdes Peninsula was a very different pl&taythorne Blvd. ended at Palos Verdes Drive Norr.
The Palos Verdes Landfill had recently been opeaed the land across Crenshaw and just to the south
was an open field with just a couple of eucalyjptess.

Today the same site is home to a thriving commuofifaith, a church serving well over a
thousand people every week between worship, presditer school, youth groups, Boy Scouts,
parenting classes, musical concerts, Bible stuaygldmgs, funerals and on and on. The original
sanctuary, built in 1964, now serves as a centalf&inds of gatherings, from Kid Zone to pickbpsketball to the UMW
Bazaar to Taco Night. Our “new” sanctuary is negits 15th birthday and remains one of the besskip spaces in southern
California.

Our Christian education facilities were built iretmid-1960s, with Sunday School almost the orgylia activity
taking place there. Today well over a hundredgireslers gather every day, along with many othedgbings.

We have been talking about the need to make nmamovements in the education facilities for someet with the
thought of replacing them in the near future. €heent buildings have served well, but were néveanded to meet as many
different needs as they do today. Part of our tiite Kennon Callahan in May included conversatidnout how best to move
forward. Many good ideas were shared and theregaasine enthusiasm for doing so. | have beeniwgitio put together a
number of teams to help as we begin laying thergtaork. Mike Todd, Mark Tournat and Susan Welchehagreed to give
their leadership to the project as the Buildingiied here will also be teams to help with MissiBiaffing, Giving, as well as
planning for an extraordinary first year in the niawilities. Several people have agreed to hetph e@ach of these, but there is
lots of room for others to participate as well.

Over the coming couple of months there will beapmities for anyone and everyone to share yost figggestions
for this important work. We want to meet with shgabups, large groups, UMW circles, choir membgrsschool parents,
Scout leaders, Kid Zone families, participantseamy every program of our church, regular worstspeccasional worshipers,
friends in the community. If you would like to bepart of such a conversation please let me kribwou know of someone
else who should be included, we want to hear fioamtas well.

We will spend these next weeks gathering thewesstom of our church family. There are many thitgbe learned
along the way, important discussions to be heldisits to be made. For nearly 50 years we hage bkessed by those who
laid the foundation for our life and mission. Wre &alessed by God, whose Spirit is still stirring.

Marrow Donor Screening Program. Many children vatikemia and other life threatening diseases néwde blood
transfusions, platelet transfusions and bone matrangplants to get well. We were inspired to takehe project when we
learned of a 1 year old girl, Allison, who is diaged with a rare form of leukemia. She will nedgbae marrow transplant for
survival. Be The Match is the organization thatrt@ans a national registry of prospective donard inds matches for the
patients who need the marrow transplants. Thédftéie City of Hope coordinates the donor scragrprogram. The
screening results are included in the National MarDonor Program, Be The Match registry. Additiodetails are available

Persons who are interested in participating irstreening must be between 18 and 60 years of alj@ good general health.

On the day of the screening a questionnaire wiploided by the City of Hope. The screening csiissof the prospective
donor receiving a kit with instructions to takewlabs from the inner cheek. The entire processtakew minutes. The
sample will be analyzed in a laboratory. At a fattime if a match is made the donor is contactete donor remains in the
Registry until age 61 years.

Being screened is not a commitment but if a matahade it can provide Allison or another individwéth a second chance at
life.
